This led to the establishment of
OSMANIA COLLEGE IN July, 1947, for the education of the people of his native
district. He relentlessly strived for the education of the people of his district.
He was the guiding star of education for the people of Kurnool in Independent
India. This college has provided higher education to many poor students.

One
of them is the present Deputy Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh,
Sri.
